Directions: 
Prairie Fruits Farm 
4410 N. Lincoln Ave. 
 

Take Lincoln Ave north from 
University Ave. Just past Lincoln-
wood Warehouse Systems, take a 
RIGHT onto N. Lincoln. The road 
curves sharply, then take a LEFT to 
stay on Lincoln. Cross the bridge 
over the creek, then ~1 mile to the 
goats! Lincoln jogs some: look for 
the log house, windmill, and white 
barns. Watch for the signs!
