BLACK WALNUT HULL DYE!
BLACK WALNUTS STAIN YOUR SKIN, CLOTHES, SURFACES ETC….PROTECT SURFACES AND WEAR GLOVES TO AVOID
· Black walnuts fall from the tree in fall. 

· They are about the size of your fist

· They are covered by a green husk, this husk will turn brown and rot as it rests on the ground.
· You can collect black walnuts for dye when they are green or brown, but green husks make a stronger dye

· If you are using green nuts, you may wish to crack and remove nuts and break hulls into smaller pieces.
1. For strongest dye, collect 10 -20 nuts in September or October while they are still green

2. Place nuts in a bucket and cover with hot water. Soak for 1 week or longer. The longer you soak the nuts, the stronger the dye

3. When you are ready to dye, remove nuts. Pour dye into a pot and heat the dye until warm but not boiling.
4. First wet the cloth you want to dye with clean water

5. Then put cloth in the warm dye bath and stir. Leave cloth in dye until you reach the desired color. The longer you leave the cloth in the dye, the darker the color.
6. Remove cloth and hang to dry 

7. You may store your dye in a glass container to use later. Add a cap of vinegar to prevent mold.
*Please use plant or animal based cloth or yarn such as wool, cotton, and silk. Synthetic materials often do not take natural dye* 
MUD PAINTS!
You may add an egg yolk to your mud. The egg yolk helps bind the mud to the surface and creates a natural tempera paint.
1. Collect different colors of mud, soil, clay etc. How many colors can you find?

2. Remove pebbles, grass etc. You may also use a strainer. Find a big rock and pound soil or clay until it becomes powdery

3. Add a little water and if you wish add 1 egg yolk and mix until you reach the consistency of paint.

4. Collect leaves, roots, branches and experiment making different prints and patterns! 

5. Paint and print on cloth, paper, or canvas!
